e have a prob-
lem  with the 
rule of law. We 

often ignore laws we 
don’t like.  Speed viola-
tions, ignoring smoking 
bans, or curfew violations 
are trivialized.  But then 
there are laws that forbid 
prostitution, selling illegal 
drugs or bribing a public 

official and these laws are also ignored with impunity. 
 

A common justification for disregarding a law is that it’s 
“a stupid law.”  And in many cases there is some merit 
to that.  It is against the law in many states to send a 
text message while driving.  (And you’re thinking, “It’s 
about time!” You’re reading this and telling yourself 
that this is hardly an example of a stupid law. You hope 
they come down hard on any and all offenders.) But in 
some of those same states there is nothing wrong with 
receiving a text message when driving. Some text mes-
sages are actually authorized to be sent to you while 
you are driving by the same legislative body that says 
you can’t text while driving.  Did you know that in Texas 
you can receive Amber Alerts via texting as well as 
other types of emergency alerts? You may also be is-
sued a ticket for exceeding the speed limit on your way 
to the court house to register your vehicle - even if by 
just a few miles per hour – it’s the law.  But if you can 
prove that you were answering a summons to jury duty, 
your ticket is dismissed.  Yes, this rule applies even if 
you are speeding to answer a jury summons that em-
panels you to be a juror on a speeding violation case. 
 

We also have a problem with God’s laws.  While some 
are deemed too serious to break, others are dismissed 
as though they really don’t matter.  But we can never 
justify ignoring God’s laws with a cavalier “It’s a stupid 
law.”  Here is are some reasons why…

Atti-
tude.  With the right attitude, observing God’s laws will 
not seem insignificant, impractical or burdensome.  We 
need to: 
• Love the law of God as much as the psalmist did (Ps. 

119:19,113); 

• Prepare our hearts to seek the law of God as Ezra did 

(Ezra 7:1); 

• Pledge to do the law of God as Nehemiah did (Neh. 

10:29); 

• Inscribe the law of God on our hearts as God urges 

us to (Heb. 8:10); 

• Commit to teach the laws of God to our children as 

ancient Israel once did (Deut. 6:6,7).
