D.C. Brown Pulpit Minister
Ryan Parsons Youth & Family Minister

Paul Tiohonan Evangelist
Save, Benin West Africa

www.pearlandcoc.com

n Tuesday | took a phone

call while at the office

that turned out to be a
salesman. This particular sales-
man informed me that he was with
a company in Dallas that produces
videos for churches. | get a phone
call from his business at least
once a quarter. For ten years we
have been saying “no thanks,” and
for ten years they have continued
to call.

This particular company deals only with churches and | suppose
that insulates them from some of the rudeness that telemar-
keters must surely put up with constantly. They are always po-
lite, articulate and in a very subtle way they are high pressure
salesmen. You hardly get the polite greeting out of your mouth
before they launch into phase one of their pitch. It always starts
off with, “Pastor, we are a ministry...” And with those words the
first nerve of the three or four I've got left gets pinched in a big
way.

About 20 seconds into his spiel | started trying to shut him
down. It's a bit like stopping a bull dozer with a twig — you can
try but you're just going to get run over. However, | persevere
and eventually interrupt his lengthy recital. | tell him that we are
not interested in the videos — we know that we don’t have to pay
anything up front, we know that we are going to receive them on
a trial basis for 30 days and that if we don’t want them we can
kindly return them (paying for the shipping of course). | con-
clude with a repeat of my theme: we aren’t interested in buying
anything.

“But pastor, we aren't trying to sell anything...”
“Yes you are,” | say with just a little less patience now.
“No pastor, we are a ministry and we are...”

“No sir, you are not a ministry — you are a private, for profit
company. You produce a quality product and you market it to
churches with every intention of recouping all your expenses
and making a profit.”

--pause--
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“‘If you are not interested in making
money from the product, just let me know - |
might want a dozen of them. |If the product
truly deals in a biblical way with issues that
concern Christians, and if it communicates
that message in a medium that people can
connect with, | am not opposed at all to mak-
ing it available to as many people as possible. But | am not
interested in buying anything at this time. So if you are truly a
ministry, then send me a dozen copies that | can keep, at no
expense.”

“Sir, we have to make a profit to cover our business ex-
penses. We can't just give our product away.”

“| understand and | don’t expect you to - if you are a busi-
ness. But if you truly are a ministry why not model your ministry
to the New Testament?”

Our phone conversation was pre-maturely terminated at this
point by the caller.

| don't object to people trying to earn a living from what they
produce, that too is a biblical principal. My objection is to the
manipulative technique of disguising the sale by referring to the
process as a ministry. It is no different than calling the scream-
ing and hate filled messages of Jeremiah Wright or Michael
Pfleger the gospel of Jesus Christ!

When the time comes, and it has, that Satan sends out wolves
who operate in sheep’s clothing we need to be willing and ready
to point out the obvious differences. A telemarketer styling his
business as a ministry is relatively benign (annoying, but be-
nign), but denominations that preach the very opposite of the
gospel message and call themselves by names that sound very
Christian (such as Trinity United Church of Christ) is hardly be-
nign. You will have numerous opportunities in the months to
come to defend the truth regarding the gospel, and the one
church that Jesus purchased with His own blood. | hope you'll
have the courage to point out things that are not true and invite
the uninformed to have a better understanding of what is true.

Phone’s ringing, | better take the call...keep studying.
